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STRAYHORN RAISES REVENUE ESTIMATE $5

Puts Campaign Contribution for Governor In State Treasury

(AUSTIN) – Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton Strayhorn today put a $5 bill from an anonymous supporter – with a handwritten note “Strayhorn for Governor” – into the state treasury.

“While flattered by the support, it is against the law for me to accept campaign contributions during the legislative session,” Strayhorn said. “So I put the money in the vault downstairs and raised the revenue estimate five dollars.”

“I have received contributions from other people during this legislative session wanting me to run for governor and I have returned them, but this one came to me anonymously from Houston, so I couldn’t find its rightful owner. I hope this Houstonian, whoever he or she may be, understands this money will be put to good use.”

On January 10, Strayhorn reported to the 79th Legislature the state will have $64.7 billion in general revenue available for her certification of the budget for the 2006-07 biennium. Revenue available from all sources – including in this case, a $5 anonymous contribution – will now be $130,500,000,005. 
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
