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AUSTIN, TX-(October 17, 2005).  State Senator Frank Madla (D-San Antonio) emphatically declared today that he is running for reelection to the Texas Senate and called rumors of his retirement completely false.   

"I am running for reelection, and I fully intend to win," said Madla.  "I have already announced, and I have been crisscrossing the district for weeks now and will continue to do so.
